Article 2. Competition status
2011 Ukraine Trophy Trophy Raid shall make standings of the trophy Raids Championship of Ukraine.
Article 3. Description
The Second Round of the 2011 Ukraine Trophy Trophy Raids Competition of Ukraine shall comprise a competing route of ca. 1,200 km divided into the Prologue and 5 rounds.
The Prologue: 2,000m 
The first round: a standard route track of ca. 
km (if any), number of check points 
 in accordance with the classification groups.
The second round: a standard route track of ca. 
km (if any), number of check points 
 in accordance with the classification groups.
The third round: a standard route track of ca. 
km (if any), number of check points 
 in accordance with the classification groups.
The fourth round: a standard route track of ca. 
km (if any), number of check points 
 in accordance with the classification groups.
The fifth round: a standard route track of ca. 
km (if any), number of check points 
 in accordance with the classification groups.
The route distribution, as well as time check, overpassing check, neutralization periods etc. have been included into the Route List (GPS coordinates of the check points), Check Card and Roadbook (Legend – maps of the competing sections).
Official competition time - Kyiv time (synchronization according to the GPS receiver GMT + 2).
Article 4. Admitted vehicles
4.1. 4x4 off-road vehicles, UTV buggies and quad bikes may compete. Registration documents for motor racing of the FAU and documents certifying the title shall be provided for all the above vehicles in the following classification groups:

	The I classification group (TP1)
	standard off-road vehicles of TP1 category

	The II classification group (TP2)
	modified off-road vehicles of TP2 category

	The III classification group (TP3)
	modified off-road vehicles of TP3 category

	The IV classification group (ATV)

4.2. In case less than 5 vehicles are admitted for competition in a certain classification group, the competition shall be deemed not held in such group, and the vehicles shall be transferred, according to the resolution of the Collegium of Sporting Commissioners to a similar or higher classification group. This provision shall be applied in the following way:

vehicles belonging to the I classification group may be transferred to II, III, or VI classification groups;

vehicles belonging to the II classification group may be transferred to III or VI classification groups;

vehicles belonging to the VI classification group may be transferred to II or III classification groups;

buggies and quad bikes belonging to the V and VI classification groups may be transferred from one group to the other.

Therewith, the choice of the group among the list of allowed groups shall be at discretion of the transferred crew.

4.3. Inscriptions must be made on the side panel or side windows of vehicles belonging to all classification groups as follows: drivers' names and national flag reproduction. Font size shall be no higher than 50mm for side panel inscriptions and no higher than 100mm for side window inscriptions. Other inscriptions and advertising slogans according to the National Sporting Code of the FAU. Quad bike riders and UTV drivers must make the inscriptions with 15 to 50mm font size on their helmets as follows: rider’s (driver’s) name, blood type and Rh.
4.4. Gross weight of the vehicles belonging to TP1, TP2, TP3 and Open 33 categories shall constitute from 800 to 3,500kg, and they shall be equipped with a 4x4 engine and shall correspond to the requirements specification of the vehicles competing at the trophy raids (Annex No 4 to these Regulations). The quad bikes and UTV buggies shall correspond to the requirements specification of the quad bikes and UTV buggies competing at the trophy raids (Annex No 4 to these Regulations). Registration documents for motor racing of the FAU and documents certifying the title shall be provided for the quad bikes and UTV buggies.
Article 5. Admitted competitors
5.1. Holders of the following national driver’s licenses: Д0, Д1, Д5, and ДЮ, and competitors of the following categories: НК, and HI issued by the FAU and valid in the current year, as well as holders of the following international licenses: driver's of the following category: CO and C1, and participants of the following categories: MC and MI issued by the FAU and valid in the current year, and holders of documents according to the International Sporting Code, the National Sporting Code of the FAU, and other regulatory documents of the FAU registered within the register of holders of the FAU's licenses shall be allowed to compete in the Championship.

5.2. Holders of licenses of other countries may also compete, provided that they are holders of the licenses of appropriate degree and may not be entitled to scoring in the final qualifications of the respective Series of competitions.

5.3.

a) A driver who entered an individual classification may also compete for any team at a time;

b) Holders of the national (international) individual participant's license representing the license of the participant belonging to a certain category (legal entity) can register teams.

c) Holders of the national (international) individual participant' license can register the driver;

d) There shall be an indefinite number of teams entering the Championship’s classification.

5.4. The drivers that are admitted for competition according to 5.1 and 5.2 of these Regulations may compete as individuals (rating in the classification group) and may be members of teams in the team classification.

5.5. Teams carrying required documents and made up of any number of drivers but with following quantitative limitations for any competition: no less than 1 crew and no more than 12 crew shall be allowed to compete.

5.6. In case of driving with the competitor being a legal entity or not belonging to the team, all his obligations and responsibility shall be put on the driver specified in the competition application.

5.7. All obligations and responsibility shall be put on the quad bike rider specified in the competition application during riding.

Article 6. Admission application. Enregistering
6.1. 6.2. The admission application may not be amended, except for cases specified in these Regulations. However, the applicants may feel free to replace the specified vehicle for another one of the same group till checking.

6.3. No competitor changes are allowed after the application acceptance is closed, except one team member may be replaced, as agreed by

the arranging committee prior to the administrative checking;

the Collegium of Sporting Commissioners since such checking and till publishing admitted for start crews.

Two team members may be replaced by the FAU’s consent only. A competing driver belonging to the IV group may not be replaced.
6.4. In case it shall be revealed at the moment of the pre-start checking at the start that the vehicle does not correspond to its configuration (outline) presented in the specified group, this vehicle may be transferred as proposed by the Engineering Commissioners and the resolution of the Collegium of Sporting Commissioners to another classification group. 

6.5. By signing the official pro-forma of the application, the competitor and all team members shall be regulated by the sports jurisdiction only as specified by the National Sporting Code of the FAU and these Regulations.

6.6. The Hosting Party may deny application registration giving reasons for such denial (Article 74 of the National Sporting Code of the FAU). The Hosting Party denying the application acceptance, if any, shall advise the competing applicant thereof within 48 hours (via the FAU, if necessary), as well as inform the FAU.
6.7. There may be an unlimited number of competitors.

6.8. Along with the admission application, the competitors shall additionally present at the Competition Secretariat a list of mechanical vehicles - maintenance and accompanying vehicles.

7.1. The application fee shall be reimbursed in full in the following cases:

a) denied applicants;

b) in case the competition was not held.

7.2. In case the registered competitor did not compete due to force-majeure duly verified by the FAU, 50% of the application fee shall be reimbursed to such competitor.

7.3. The Hosting Party shall provide the competitors with admission fee payment means in cash and via bank transfer including obligatory issuance of the certifying document to the payer.

The application fees may be paid to the favour of the Hosting Party via the bank transfer using the following bank details:

7.7 The application fees shall be increased twice, in case an obligatory advertising slogan of the Hosting Party is denied.

7.8 The Hosting Party may bear the application fee of the competitor. All pecuniary fines shall be paid directly by the competitor.
Article 8. Insurance
8.1. The drivers shall always have a compulsory civil liability insurance policy of owners of land-based vehicles that they drive during the competition, as well as an accident insurance policy. The Hosting Party also recommends for the drivers to hold insurance policies of elevated risks. The drivers shall always carry medical certificates of their satisfactory health condition allowing them to compete in motor racing. The certificate shall be issued no later than three month prior to the competition commencement. These certificates shall be presented by the crew while undergoing the administrative checking.
8.2. The Hosting Party shall bear no liability for damage and loss regarding to the drivers and their assets and damage and loss caused to third parties and their assets.
8.3. In case of any accident the competitor and the driver shall follow Hosting Party’s instructions and shall waive the protest right against the Hosting Party.
Article 9. Amending Regulations
9.1. Any provisions of these Regulations may be amended within Articles 66 and 141 of the NSC of the FAU only.

9.2. Any possible changes and additional provisions shall be announced by means of amendments that shall be dated and numbered and shall be valid as an integral part of these Regulations.

9.3. These amendments shall be published at the Secretariat and the Official Information Board of the trophy raid. At the same time they shall be passed in the shortest time possible directly to the competitors who shall affix their signature to confirm the receipt of such amendments, except for the cases it is physically impossible during the competition.

Article 10. Applying and interpreting Regulations
10.1. The Collegium of Sporting Commissioners shall apply these Regulations and its provisions during the competition.

10.2. All unforeseen cases shall be studied by the Collegium of Sporting Commissioners that shall be granted an exclusive right to render any decisions.

10.3. In case of any discrepancies of interpreting these Regulations, Ukrainian text only shall be used.

10.4. The following words shall be used to interpret these Regulations correctly:

‘the competitor’ shall be used to denote the competitor’s license holder;

‘the crew members’ shall be used to denote the driver or the co-driver (pilot).

10.5. The driver shall bear the responsibility of the competitor if the competitor is not on the board of the vehicle.

10.6. Any wrong, deceptive or non-sporting action committed by the competitor or the crew member shall be considered by the Competition Director announcing a possible punishment up to discarding.
Article 11. Crews
11.1. Crews shall be made up of two people for the following classification groups: І, ІІ, ІІІ and VI, and shall be defined as a driver and co-driver. Crew members of the ІV and V groups shall be defined as drivers, and there shall be no distinction between the driver and the co-driver.
11.2. Drivers that are riding quad bikes (the IV classification group) may compete in pairs and shall be defined as a crew riding two quad bikes. A side starting number shall be assigned to the pair. Competitors shall feel free to get into pairs. In case the pair is not made up, the Hosting Party is entitled to define pairs by draw. Crew riders shall ride the quad bikes on the classifying road in pairs and pass all check judge's posts in pairs in the direction specified in the Roadbook or Route List. An overpassing mark shall be granted to such crew, provided two riders are present on two quad bikes using one start number in the check point area and provided one rider presents the Check Card (Carnet) only. In case one of the crew riders is unable to pass the route due to technical reasons, health issues and/or his own will, the crew (riders) shall be deemed discarded from the competition. Any other provisions of the Individual Regulation that do not contradict this clause shall remain in force.
11.3. All crew members can drive the vehicle during the competition and they must hold the FAU driver's license that is valid at the date of the competition, except for ДЮ license holders that can apply as the co-driver only and may not drive the car, in case the competition route runs along public roads.
11.4. In case on of the crew members drops out of the competition or any third party is allowed onboard the vehicle (except for carrying of an injured), the crew shall be discarded from the competition.
Article 12. Starting order. Emblems. Numbers. Identification Card
A Prologue qualification may be held the day before the start (if any envisaged by the Hosting Party). No more than one Prologue shall be allowed. Prologue results, including time penalizations, shall not form a part of the competition ranking but shall be used for defining starting order for the first round. Prologue competition is not obligatory for all admitted crews. The Hosting Party shall define the starting order at the Prologue subject to safety rules.
12.1. Classification groups shall start according to the procedure envisaged by the Hosting Party or by draw. Minimum start interval between competing vehicle crews shall constitute 1 minute. For safety reasons, quad bike competitors shall start first. Crews of the IV classification group shall start with an interval between the crews no less than 1 minute. As presented by the Competition Director and according to the resolution of the Collegium of Sporting Commissioners, the start procedure may be amended for safety reasons. The start order at the next rounds shall be established according to the ranking made at the end of the previous round, including the competition section results and all penalizations gained by the crew; in case such ranking is impossible at the desired tine, the start shall be in accordance with the finish of the previous round.
12.2. Side numbers shall be assigned by the Hosting Party. Classification groups shall be assigned the side numbers, and the number of the classification groups shall be determined according to the Hosting Party’s limitation on the estimated number of crews for each individual competition as follows:

The I classification group – starting from 101 up to 199;

The II classification group – starting from 201 up to 299;

The III classification group – starting from 301 up to 399;

The IV classification group – starting from 01 up to 99;

The V classification group – starting from 501 up to 599;

The VI classification group – starting from 601 up to 699;

12.3. The Hosting Party shall issue two board to each crew comprising the assigned side numbers. The board comprising the side numbers shall be fasted onto both front doors during the whole competition. The Hosting Party may envisage a side number located in the right upper end of the wind shield.
12.4. At any point of the competition:

12.4.1. Absence of at least one side number or one competition emblem shall lead t a pecuniary fine (UAH 100);

12.4.2. Absence of two competition numbers at a time shall lead to discarding from the competition.

12.5. Names of the driver and the co-driver and reproduction of the drivers’ national flags shall be located on each side on the vehicle's front wind or rear side windows, otherwise leading to a pecuniary fine.

12.6. In case one window is broken during passing the competition section, the pecuniary fine shall not be set for absence of the drivers’ names.

12.7. Identification card

12.7.1. shall mean a special document depicting recent photos (4x4), names (code names) and signatures of the crew members, mark, classification group, and start vehicle number that shall be fastened to the vehicle during the competition and shall be presented at the request of the officials, otherwise leading to discarding.

12.7.2. The Identification card (size: 150х100 mm +/- 20 mm) shall be located in the right low end of the wind shield or on the body, close to the right low end of the wind shield, or on the right rear side window of the vehicle.

12.7.3. A fine to the amount of 50T% of the application start fee shall be collected for the absence of the Identification card with further violation leading to discarding the crew from the competition.

Article 13. Check Card (Carnet)
13.1. Each crew members shall be given a Check Card (Carnet) where check and scheduled time for passing the distance between two check time check points shall be specified. The crew shall be responsible for its Check Card.

13.2. The Check Card shall be available and shall be presented at any request, especially at all check points where it shall be submitted by each crew member himself for countersigning.

13.3. Any correction or change made to the Check Card shall lead to discarding, unless such correction or change is approved by the responsible official.

13.4. Absence of a countersignature of any check point of failure to deliver the Check Card at any (time or overpassing) check point, regrouping point or finish shall lead to a penalization.

13.5. The crews shall be fully responsible for presenting the Check Card at different check points and for the accuracy of entries made.

13.6. The crew shall be obliged to duly present its Check Card to the responsible official and verify if time entries are correct.

13.7. The Commissioner at the check point only may enter the time in the Check Card in handwriting or typing.

13.8. Any difference between the time entries made in the crew's Check Card and the official raid document shall be subject to consideration by the Competition Director whose decision shall be final.

13.9. The crew that did not duly present its Check Card (Carnet) at the round finish, shall be obliged to turn the Check Card (Carnet) in to the competition officials no later than within 6 hours since the hour standard has been overpassed of the round finish.

13.10. The crew that loses its Check Card (Carnet) shall be discarded from the competition. This discarding may be replaced at the presentation of the competitor by other fixed penalization as resolved by the resolution off the Collegium of Sporting Commissioners, but once a competition only.

Article 14. Traffic. Repairing
14.1. The crews shall strictly abide during the whole competition by the Traffic Rules of Ukraine. Each violating crew shall be punished.
14.2. Traffic officers or officials revealing any violation of the Traffic Rules committed by the crew shall note its in the same way as concerning any other road users.
14.3. The crew may not do the following, otherwise resulting in discarding:

14.3.1. To consciously block vehicles of the competitors or hinder outdriving.

14.3.2. To violate sporting ethics by their behaviour.

14.4. During the whole competition, free repairs shall be allowed using one's own resources or via the assistance of not-finishing crew, except for cases specifically prohibited by provisions of these Regulations. Service-forbidden areas, if any, shall be marked in the Roadbook (scheme etc.), for example, reservation or partial reservation area etc. Any repair or refilling may be made within such areas using onboard vehicle means only applying the environmental safety measures (not to drain combustible and lubrication materials directly into soil or river, to use canvas for the vehicle during the repair etc.) and by the crew only. Judge’s shall monitor adhering to such instructions and any violation shall lead to sanctions up to discarding.
14.5. All drivers shall fasten their safety belts when driving and shall wear and fasten helmets. Absence of the helmet while driving the vehicle shall be penalized by means of annulling the overpassed (overcome) one check point.

14.6. All quad bike riders shall wear special motor racing overalls, goggles and gloves.

14.7. Towing (any means making a vehicle to move except for standard means of movement by engine’s mechanical work) shall be as follows:

14.7.1. Towing of one vehicle by another may be allowed, but only by the not-finished vehicle only. Towing through a Judge’s Start Station may be allowed by the started crew vehicle only.

14.7.2. The following penalization shall be applied for towing through the Judge's (Start or Finish) Station:

1) First violation: 1 hour;
2) Second violation: 2 hours;
3) Third violation: the penalties shall be replaced by discarding from the competition.
Towing through the Judge's Station by one quad bike rider of another belonging to the same crew of the IV classification group shall not be penalized.

14.7.3. Towing shall be possible in the direction of classification movement only.

14.8. Rules of evacuating using the Hosting Party’s evacuators in extreme points shall be defined by the Hosting Party in the Bulletin. The Hosting Parties may be entitle to penalize or not for assisting using the Hosting Party's evacuator.

14.9. Double-combined driving of the Competitors at the competing section, i.e. driving by two or more crews shall be allowed, except for evacuating or accompanying to the Bivouac of the Competitor's broken vehicle. Judges of the fact detecting the double-combined driving along the Special Section Route may warn the Competitors and set the penalization for further violation at discretion of the Collegium of Sporting Commissioners.

14.10. Mutual assistance of the not-finished Competitors at the Special Section shall be allowed. The assistance shall mean using the capacity of one of the Competitor's vehicle to easily overcome points of the Check Point, overcoming barriers and using as an anchor etc. to the other vehicle of the Competitor. The judges of the fact shall provide control over abiding to this rule that shall be entitled to observe any Competitor and account the assistance facts.
14.11. Assistance by any third parties (maintenance men, audience, judges, not-finished crews etc.) to the crews at the Special Section shall not be allowed and shall be penalized as follows:

1) First violation: annulling overcoming (overpassing) one check point;
2) Second violation: annulling overcoming (overpassing) two check points;
3) Third violation:  the penalties shall be replaced by discarding from the competition.
Article 15. Advertising
15.1. The competitors shall feel free to place any advertising slogans on their vehicles, provided that such advertising slogans:
a) satisfy the requirements of the International Sporting Code of the FIA, the National Sporting Code of the FAU, and other regulatory documents of the FIA and FAU;
b) are permitted by the Law of Ukraine;
c) are not offending in any way;
d) do not take places reserved for the emblems, competition numbers, and obligatory and optional advertising slogans of the Hosting Party;
e) do not cover the vision from the driver’s place;
f) are not of religious or political nature.

15.2. No emblems of any other competitions and any other side numbers (for example, from another competition) may be present on the vehicle.

15.3. The Competitor shall be obliged to place obligatory and optional advertising slogans (if accepted by the competitors) of the Hosting Party prior to the pre-start checking.

15.4 The places, reserved by the Hosting Party for the obligatory advertising slogans shall be as envisaged by Articles 207 and 209 of the National Sporting Code of the FAU (cf. Annex No 2).

15.5. The place for optional advertising slogans of the Hosting Party shall be reserved on the rear doors and wings of the vehicle (Annex No 2). Size of the optional advertising slogans may not exceed 0.60 sq.m for each (right and left) side of the vehicle.

15.6. The crews shall be responsible for proper placing of the advertising slogans during the competition. A fine to the amount of 20% of the Application fee shall be set for absence of the obligatory or optional advertising slogans and/or their improper placing.

15.7. In case the advertising slogans do not satisfy the above requirements, the competitor shall be discarded from the competition.

15.8. The competitor shall fulfil the following rules of placing the advertising slogans:

15.8.1. All places where the advertising slogans may be placed during the competition are reserved by the Hosting Party. Any placing and distributing of the advertising product without approval and written permit of the Hosting Party shall be prohibited. The advertising slogans issued to the competitors to be placed on the vehicles, shall be laid out in places marked in the Regulations only. The advertising slogans may not be modified (cut out, cut up or turned). The advertising slogans issued by the Hosting Party may not be covered in full or in part. A fine to the amount of UAH 500 shall be set for violating any of the above rules. Any political advertising slogans shall not be allowed. In case this rule is violated, the competitor may not be admitted to start. The competitors shall be allowed to do the following:
1) To place advertising slogans in areas on the surface of the vehicle that is not reserved for obligatory and optional advertising slogans of the Hosting Party.

2) To place the advertising materials in the maintenance areas allocated for the team or crew. Total area of the advertising banners shall not exceed 10 sq.m.
3) Advertising slogans on the tents meant for the crew or team maintenance shall not be limited in any way, provided that the tent size does not exceed the place allocated by the Hosting Party for accommodating the crew or team.

15.8.2. No team flag shall be located higher than 5m above the ground. The competitors that use national flags of other countries shall also place the national flag of Ukraine along with their flag. Therewith, the national flag of Ukraine may not be placed lower than any other flag. A fine to the amount of UAH 1,000 shall be set for violating this clause.
15.8.3. In case videos and photos taken at the competition are used in the mass media, full competition name, name of the Hosting Party and the FAU shall be always referenced.

15.8.4. Value of any additional adhesive label provided by the Hosting Party to replace the wrongly placed advertising slogans shall constitute UAH 50.

15.8.5. No other advertising slogans shall be placed on the competitor's vehicles other than envisaged by the Hosting Party upon undergoing the administrative checking and engineering inspections. A fine to the amount of UAH 500 shall be set for violating this clause.

ІV. Competing procedure
Article 16. Start
Reminder: The Hosting Parties may envisage gathering of all competing vehicles in the start area before the start, provided the requirements of the Regulations have been met.
16.1. The exact start time shall be provided in the Check Card (Carnet) of each crew.

16.2. In case of round start delay for more than 30 minutes shall lead to the crew disqualification for the round.

16.3. Minimum start interval between competing vehicle crews shall constitute 1 minute. For safety reasons, quad bike competitors shall start in pairs. Interval between the pairs shall constitute 1 minute. As presented by the Competition Director and according to the resolution of the Collegium of Sporting Commissioners, the start procedure shall be established consistent with safety. The star procedure at the next rounds shall be established according to the time ranking made at the end of the previous round, including the competition section results and all penalizations gained by the crew. In case such ranking is impossible at the desired tine, the start shall be in accordance with the finish of the previous round.
16.4. The crews shall be obliged to undergo checking of their overpassing all Check Points (overpassing check) and Time Checking specified in their Check Cards and Route Lists, otherwise leading to penalization.

16.5. Best time of the distance overcoming between the points has been provided in the Route List.

16.6. Hours and minutes are always provided in the 00.01 to 24.00 time format, therewith the expired minutes are shown only. Kyiv time shall be the official time during the whole competition.

16.7. All crews shall receive a Roadbook (Legend), Route List and/or maps specifying the route and obligatory overpassing check points from the Hosting Party. Route adhering shall be obligatory, otherwise leading to penalization, up to discarding. The Roadbook, Route List and/or maps shall be issued to the crews at the Administrative Checks or Briefings.
16.8. The route specified in the Roadbook issued to the competitors shall be an official competition route. Competitor's vehicles shall be always equipped with a GPS-device. The Hosting Party shall be obliged to provide GPS-coordinates of the Check Points, Time Check, Start and Finish of the competition section, stations of the judges of fact fro loading the GPS devices. The Hosting Party shall; have the right to provide additional coordinates for GPS points of extreme and/or hazardous sections of the route or course. The course may not deviate from the official route, otherwise leading to penalization up to discarding from the Collegium of Sporting Commissioners.
Article 17. Checking. General
17.1. All checks, including time and overpassing check, regrouping check or neutralization check shall be specified using canvas.
17.2. Navigation Special Section
17.2.1. Navigation Special Section shall consist of sections that shall differ according to the classification groups by complexity and that shall comprise different overpassing Check Points. Overcoming the Check Points within minimum time interval shall be a common goal for the raid competitors.

17.2.2. The Special Section Check Points shall be marked for various categories (general groups) with different numbers and/or different colour.

17.2.3 The crew shall feel free to choose the order of overpassing the Check Points. It shall not be allowed to overcome the points of any other sections.
17.2.4 The Check Points may belong to the same categories in terms of time complexity. A list of the Check Points and their coordinates and points (bonuses) for their overpassing shall be provided to the Competitors at the Administrative Checking. 
17.2.5 The runway, tactics of individual or group actions, the procedure of overpassing the Control Points, mode of travel and visiting the Bivouac shall be determined by the crew itself.

17.2.6 The responsibility for the best time mark and photofixing the route and control point overpassing shall be solely laid upon the crew.

17.2.7 The commissioners at the post may not provide any information about the time marked or photofixing of the route overpassing by any other competitors.

17.2.8 Finishing the Navigation Special Section. The location of the judge's station and the Bivouac shall be the same (the Base Camp).  (In case the Finish does not coincide with the Bivouac, the Hosting Party shall provide here the location of the judge's station of the Finish).
17.2.9. The crew finish shall be taken within any Time Standard Limit allocated for overpassing this competition round. The crew shall be obliged to announce its finish to the judges. Therewith, the crew vehicles shall be placed within the premises of the Finish Point. After announcing the finish, the Competitor shall deliver the Check Card and flash card to verify the visited Check Points.
17.2.10. The finish shall be closed on the Navigation Special Section by overpassing the allowed time standard for overpassing the Special Section for the Competitor.

17.2.11. The Check Card and the flash card shall be the means for result fixing at the Special Section. The Collegium of Sporting Commissioner may set a sanction for losing the Check Card by the Competitor. The Competitor may not correct the Check Card in any way.
17.2.12. In case its is impossible for the Competitor to finish within the standard of the Special Section, the Check Card (Carnet) shall be delivered by any means to the Competition Headquarters.

17.4 All check areas shall be considered as the Closed Park.

17.5 Stop duration in any check area may not exceed the time that is necessary for performing the check.

17.6. It shall be strictly forbidden to re-enter the check after the check procedure has been completed, otherwise leading to discarding.

17.7. Check Points shall start working 30 minutes prior to the best time of overpassing for the first crew.

17.8. The Check Points shall be deemed closed for the competitor upon expiration of the Time Standard. The Time Standard plus tow hours shall be calculated for the crew in case of delay (coming to the Check Point over the Time Standard) and all check points of the Check Point overcome (overpassed) in the current round by the crew shall be cancelled. The Time Standard may be increased by the resolution of the Collegium of Sporting Commissioners. (It is recommended for the Hosting Party to establish the Time Standard in the following way: an approximate time for overpassing the Special Section plus adding 30 minutes).
17.9. The time for discontinuing operation of all Check Points shall be calculated as the standard of overpassing of all the distance by the competitor starting the last.

17.10. Time Check.

17.10.1. The crew shall be discarded from the competition for driving through the Time Check Point in the direction opposite to the route specified in the Roadbook.

17.10.2 Standard registration, Check Card delivery and time recording procedures shall be applied at the round start Time Check.

17.10.3. The crew shall be penalized for absence of a Time Check mark in the Check Card.

17.11. The Time Check registration procedure:

17.11.1. It shall start in the Time Check area when the vehicle passes the check sign.

17.11.2. No crew stop or abnormally slow speed shall be allowed between the input Time Check area and the check post.

17.11.3. The mark in the Check Card may be made, provided all crew members and vehicles are within the check area at the check table, therewith one crew member may leave the vehicle.

17.11.4. Time mark shall correspond to the exact moment when any crew member hands the Check Card (Carnet) to the Post Commissioner.

17.11.5. The judge shall fill the exact time only in the Check Card (Carnet) by hand or using a stamp.

17.11.6. The time provided in the Route List shall mean the best time of the mark. The time shall be expressed in minutes. For example: the crew that is required to undergo checking at 06: 58 p.m shall be deemed within the limit when the mark shall be made between 06:58:00 p.m. 18:58:59 p.m. Nay difference between the actual mark time and best marl time shall be penalized.
17.11.7. The crew that is penalized for the timing advance may be neutralized for the time required to come back to its best time.

17.11.8. Reminder: Each deviation from the best time shall lead to a penalization that is at least twice bigger than the timing advance vs. the delay. The Hosting Parties shall allow the competitors to check in advance without any penalization when arriving at the end of the round or competition.
17.11.9. Any failure to adhere to the marking procedure by the crew shall be subject to a written report of the Head of the Check Post to the Competition Director.

17.12. Closing time of the Check Point may be increased at any time by the resolution of the Collegium of Sporting Commissioners and/or the Competition Director. The crews shall be advised thereof as soon as possible.

17.13. The decision on discarding the competitor may be announced at the end of the section or round only.

17.14. The crews shall be obliged to adhere to the instructions of the Commissioner of each Check Point, otherwise leading to discarding as announced by the Competition Director.

17.15. The following shall be an identifying sign of the Road Commissioners and Post Heads: yellow (orange or green vests) or badges specifying the name and position of the official.

Article 18. Vehicle serviceability
18.1. In case the Engineering Commissioner determines that a vehicle condition does not comply with its normal road use, they shall immediately inform the Competition Director that can demand improving them to the serviceable condition.
18.2. Such being a case, the minutes used for interference shall be considered as the minutes of the registered delay. They shall also be accounted when calculating the discarding time. Therewith, the time used for the repair may not exceed the discarding time. If this time expires the discarding shall be announced.
18.3. For the crew not to be able to catch up with the delay after the repair, the crew shall receive a new start time.

18.4. The crew shall be allowed to do the following in the start, regrouping or round end area by consent of the respective officials:

18.4.1. To replace a perforated or unfitted wheel using the onboard means.

18.4.2. To replace the wind shield, possible with the help from the outside.

18.4.3. In case the vehicle can not move on its own:

18.4.3.1. It can be pushed by the post officials and/or present crew members at the start, regrouping or round end area entrance or exit.

Article 19. Checking before the start and during the competition

19.1. Each competing crew shall be presented with its equipped vehicle for the checks envisaged by the competition program.

19.2. Nay vehicle that shall be presented for checking with the delay exceeding the limit envisaged by the Individual Competition Regulations shall not be admitted for the start, except for the force-majeure circumstances acknowledged by the Competition Director.

19.3. In case of non-serviceability of the vehicle upon the engineering inspection, the Competition Director may give a deadline to improve the vehicle.

19.4. Start of any non-serviceable vehicle shall be cancelled.

19.5. The pre-start checks shall be carried out according to the general procedure (checking licenses, driver’s identities, medical certificates, insurance policies and any other required documents, vehicle make and model, clear compliance of the vehicle with the group it competes in, all basic safety elements, Traffic Rules etc.).

19.6. The following shall be conducted during the checking:

19.6.1. Identifying the crew: each crew member shall carry two latest photos in a 4x4cm or 4x6cm format;

19.6.2. Identifying the vehicle:

19.7. Each vehicle that shall be admitted for start shall always be equipped with all necessary safety means in accordance with the Traffic Rules of Ukraine. The start shall be denied to any vehicle that does not satisfy the Traffic Rules of Ukraine.

19.8. Checking of the crews and vehicles may be carried out at any time during the competition. The competitor shall be at any time of the competition responsible for its vehicle, otherwise leading to discarding.

19.9. All crew members shall wear fastened safety helmets and all crews members driving cars or riding two-seat quad bikes shall fasten their safety belts when the vehicle goes during the competition at the speed over 10km per hour. Every fact of this violation shall be penalized by annulling overcoming (overpassing) one check point.

19.10. Headlights shall be used on the vehicles when driving the competition road, except when they are damaged mechanically.

Article 20. Safety and environment requirements
20.1. A red emergency stop triangle shall be carried in each competing vehicle that shall be placed by the crew in a visible place in case the vehicle stops at the Special Section at the distance at least 25m behind the vehicle to warn the crews following.

20.2. In case of an accident without any injured that require immediate medical attention, an Ok sign from the Roadbook shall be clearly shown to all the crews following and all helicopters trying to provide the help.

20.3. Green OK and red CROSS (SOS) in the Roadbook.

20.3.1. The rear cover of the Roadbook shall bear a clear OK sign in green on the outer side. A clear symbol of a vertical symmetrical cross in red or green or a SOS sign shall be provided on the inner side of the cover.

20.3.2. In case of an emergency at the Special Section without any injured that require immediate medical attention, any crew member shall show the OK sign to all the crews following and the helicopter (if any). In case the crew leaves its vehicle, the OK sign shall be placed, if possible, in a way for it to be clearly seen by all the crews passing by.

20.3.3. In case of an emergency at the Special Section with any injured that require immediate medical attention, the SOS sign shall be showed to all the crews following and the helicopter (if any). The green Ok sign shall be always placed after the aid has been provided.

20.3.4. All the crews (following the vehicle that suffered the accident) shall be obliged as follows:

a) In case the green OK sign has been shown to them - to drive the route to the nearest judge's station and inform about the accident;

b) In case the red CROSS (SOS) sign has been shown to them or in case there has been no warning, to take measures to provide the aid. In case the communication means are available to inform the competition officials about the accident, unless the information has been already communicated. If necessary, to wait for the medical assistance. To enter the fact of transferring the injured in the Check Card. To proceed with the route to the nearest judge's station and inform about the accident.
20.3.5. A penalization in the form of discarding from the competition shall be set upon the crew, in case the requirements of 20.3.4 are not fulfilled.

20.3.6. In case the crew applies 21.3.4 b), the Collegium of Sporting Commissioners shall consider neutralization of the crew with regard to such Special Section.

20.4. While driving on the territory with no marked road, the competitors shall bypass any agricultural land or go along their border. It shall not be allowed to drive through the agricultural land. The crews may in no case drive the vehicles during the whole competition along any rivers or lakes (except for the Special Sections). No drain of any process liquid (lubricants, fuel etc.) onto the land, tossing out, burning and/or burring of any garbage or leaving any repair traces behind shall be allowed during the whole competition. Replaced spare parts, wheels and batteries shall be carried along. Each of such violation shall be penalized in the form of a fine to the amount of the start application fee, but no less than UAH 500. It may not be allowed to cut any standing trees with an axe or saw, otherwise leading to discarding from the competition. Each fact of such violation shall be considered by the Collegium of Sporting Commissioners.
20.5. A bark protection strap shall be always used. However, the strap may not be fixed using a running knot or twisted when fixing on a tree. In case the tree is winched without any bark protection strap, the crew shall be penalized by means of cancelling overpassing (overcoming) one Check Point for each case.
20.6. The competitors shall be obliged to handle the steel winch rope wearing leather gloves only.

20.7. The strained rope may not be touched.

20.8. The strained rope may not be crossed.

20.9. The winch may not be used, unless the rope damper is installed correctly.

20.10. Sanctions (penalization or fine) shall be set for violating any requirements of this section upon all Competitors, their representatives, the maintenance personnel, visitors and the Competition Officials.

20.11. Any competitor/ crew may not be admitted to start according to the decision of the Chief Judge or the Official Doctor fro the following reasons:

absent first aid kit;

absent daily fresh water and food stock;

evidence of alcoholic intoxication of the driver;

symptoms that require immediate medical attention.

20.12. Each crew shall pay an environmental deposit to the amount specified by the Hosting Party at registration. In case the environmental requirements specified in Article 20 or announced by the Hosting Party at the briefing were not violated, the environmental deposit shall be reimbursed but upon the competition completion (upon holding the medal ceremony).

Article 21. Protesting. Appealing
21.1. Any protest shall be made in accordance with the provisions of the National Sporting Code (Article 171 of the International Sporting Code of the FAU).

21.2. Any protest may be made in writing and shall be delivered to the Competition Director along with the amount of UAH 250 (deposit). The deposit shall be reimbursed if the protest is found reasonable.
21.3. In case disassembly of different parts of the vehicle is required according to the protest, the protesting party shall also make the following guarantee contribution:

21.3.1. UAH 250 for the protest regarding a single part of the vehicle only (an engine, transmission, control, break system, electric equipment etc.)

21.3.2. UAH 1,000 for the protest regarding the whole vehicle.

21.4. Any expenses arising from the work and carrying of the vehicle shall be covered by the protesting party, unless the protest shall be confirmed, or by the competitor otherwise.

21.5. In case the protest in not confirmed and the expenses arising from the protest (verifying, carrying etc.) exceed the deposit amount, the difference shall be covered by the protesting party. In case the expenses are lower, the difference shall be reimbursed to the protesting party.

21.6. The Competitors may appeal the rendered decisions to the FAU according to Section XIII of the National Sporting Code of the FAU and the General Regulations on the Trophy Raids Cup of the FAU.
Article 22. Classifying
22.1. Fines shall be expressed in a number of overpassed (overcome) Check Points and/or time (hours, and minutes).
22.2. Classifying the crews at the competition.

22.2.1. The classification shall be made for each competition round individually for each classification group in the following way:

a number of overcome Check Points minus the penalization (fine) amount; 
in case of equal number of the points minus the penalization (fine) amount, the time the crew passed the Special Section of this competition round shall be accounted for.

The crew gaining maximum number of the Check Points minus the penalization for minimum time shall be deemed the winner. The crew obtaining the next result in the decreasing order shall finish the second etc.
In case the crew has not overpassed any Check Point at the competition round or has not finished at the competition round, or exceeded the time standard at the competition round, the round passing standard shall be calculated for the crew adding 2 hours; therewith the overpassed Check Points (if any) shall be cancelled. In case the crew has not started the competition round, the crew shall be discarded from the competition.
22.2.2. The final competition classification shall be calculated by means of adding the Check Points gained by the crew for all the competition rounds minus the penalization (fines). The competitor gaining the most total number of points shall be announced the winner of the general classification; the next competitor shall be second etc. In case of equal results, the preference shall be given to the crew that has passed Special Sections of all competition rounds in the lowest time (in case of further equality of this index, the smallest amount of the gained penalization (fine) shall be accounted for).
22.2.3. The team classification shall be made in accordance with the provisions of the General Regulations of the Trophy Raids Championship of Ukraine, in particular as follows: shall be determined in accordance with the lowest number of points taken two or less best crews in their classification group.

22.3. The results shall be announced according to the competition program.

22.4. The following classifications may be published during the competition:

22.4.1. Non-official partial classifications to be published at the end of the round.

22.4.2. Preliminary final classification to be published at the end of the competition by the consent of the Sporting Commissioners.

22.4.3. Official final classification to be published at the end of the competition as approved by the Sporting Commissioners.

22.5. The preliminary final classification shall turn official and final 60 minutes after it has been announced.

22.6. 22.6. Any other classification (for example, women, brand fans etc.) may be determined as an addition to and separately from the general competition classification.

Article 23. Awards. Cups
23.1. The crews ranking first, second and third in each classification group shall be awarded. In case three vehicles participated in a classification group, first and second places only shall be rewarded. The crews ranking first, second and third in the team classification shall be awarded.
23.2. The list of any other awards shall be determined by the competition sponsors.
23.3. The Hosting Party shall be obliged to hold a medal ceremony in the presence of mass media representatives and at places open for the audience, as a rule. The availability of the national flag of Ukraine and the flag of the FAU at the. venue shall form obligatory attributes of the medal ceremony for the competitions making standing of the Championship of Ukraine. The following shall be placed at the ceremony venue (podium, arch etc.): the registered emblem of the FAU of size no less than 50x50cm and text АВТОМОБІЛЬНА ФЕДЕРАЦІЯ УКРАЇНИ. _ етап ЧЕМПІОНАТУ УКРАЇНИ З ТРОФІ-РЕЙДІВ. (Federation Automobile d'Ukraine. – round of the TROPHY RAIDS CHAMPIONSHIP OF UKRAINE). Round sequence number, venue and date.

Annex No 3
Safety
1. Service parks
Maximum allowable speed at the service parks – 20 km/hr. Separate lanes shall be provided for the vehicles and the audience for the safety of the last.
2. Refilling

Refilling shall be done in the Filling Areas determined by the Hosting Parties and specified in the Roadbook only.

Filling Areas may be located immediately after the Service Areas. Maximum neutralized (accounted) time that is recommended for the Filling Area shall constitute 15 minutes.
Such being a case the Hosting Parties shall stop all vehicles in the Filling Area. No other actions that are not connected with the refilling may be started in the Filling Areas. Speed limit of 5 km/h shall be applied to all Filling Areas.
Servicemen are recommended to wear fireproof overalls.

Refilling shall be the sole responsibility of the competitor. Engines may not rotate for the entire filling process. The crews are recommended to leave the vehicles for the time of refilling.
In case crew members stay in the car, seatbelts shall be unfastened. In case of breakdown, the vehicle may be towed from the Filling Area without setting any fine.
This Clause has been provided for recommendation only.

Annex No 4
Definitions
Trophy Raid shall mean trophy raid competitions on public roads and severe off-roads consisting of one or more off-road Special Sections (SC).
Trophy Raid Time shall mean that the competition shall start with the Administrative Checks and/or Pre-start Inspection (including inspection of spare units and compete units of the vehicle, should the Hosting Party deem it necessary) and shall end with the following, whichever is the latest: Protest presentation deadline or Protest consideration completion; completion of the post-competition Administrative Checks and Technical Inspection; prize awarding completion.
Route – shall mean a route determined by the Hosting Party. The route shall be divided into rounds comprising one or more Special Sections connected with Road Sections. It shall be strictly forbidden to start the Special Section at night. An obligatory rest time of at least 7 hours shall follow vehicle driving for 17 hours. The competition routes may be common or differ for different classification groups.
Route List of the First Vehicle shall mean an official document describing in full the order of crew overpassing check points, and comprising a list of the Special Sections, time rates, route distance, running times of the first vehicle and a list of penalizations for failure to overpass the check points.
Roadbook (Legend) shall mean an official document issued to the crew and comprising a list of coordinates of judge's stations and route passing check points, mapping materials of the competition location marked with GPS coordinates of the said points and stations.
Schematic Map shall mean a scheme of main roads leading to the check points. Relief and start and finish points, and location of the check points shall be also provided on the Schematic Map. Regional centres of population and asphalt roads shall be specified as well.
Register of the Check Points shall mean a list of the check stations including their points (a number of points or time penalization) and geographic coordinates (WGS-84). GPS coordinates shall be presented in WGS-84 format specifying grades, minutes and seconds.
Check point shall mean any object: a well-defined tree, large stone, marked pole etc. Location of any such check point shall be marked in the Schematic Map. A number shall be painted on the tree (stone, pole, etc.) assigned to this Check Point.
Vehicle Registration Document for Motor Racing shall mean a document issued by the FAU or FIA. This document shall be provided at request of Technical Inspectors.
Briefing shall mean training conducted by the Competition Director or Director Deputy, Security Manager and/or Distance Manager regarding the classification specifics, special conditions for providing common and environmental safety and any other specifics of the competition and must be attended by all crews. The crew shall be represented at the Briefing at least by one driver. Security materials for the briefing shall be printed out and provided at the Official Information Board. Absence of the crew at the Briefing without any reasonable excuse shall be punished by a 10% fine of the amount of the standard start application fee.
Round shall mean a part of the competition separated with at least 6-hour break.

Bivouac, Deployment Area shall mean an area envisaged by the Hosting Party and located between the Time Control points at the round finish and Time Control points at the start of the next round. Bivouac working hours shall be determined by the Individual Regulations on the competition.
Camp shall mean a territory envisaged by the Hosting Party to accommodate the competitors and the officials for the night. Headquarters (Secretariat) of the competition and the Official Information Board shall be located at the Camp.
GPS device shall mean a device allowing for user position (coordinates) positioning, data recording and displaying at the display via satellites.
Onboard Controller shall mean a device recording data of position, movement, movement direction change and speed using global satellite navigation systems (GPS, Galileo, or ГЛОНАCС).
Navigation Round/ Area shall mean a round or area with an undefined route passed with or without the Roadbook (in full or in part) and/or according to the map. Pass check points that can be easily identified and precisely located shall be specified geographically (including longitude and latitude) and cartographically (coordinates) or shall be presented specifying mileage, or pictorial diagrams in the Roadbook and/or map. Presence of any navigation areas on the competition route shall be stipulated in the Individual Regulations. In case borders of the Navigation Round or Area are described in the Roadbook, the territory within the specified borders shall be considered an official route of the Navigation Round (Area).
Road Sector shall mean a part of the route for which the time rate between two consecutive Time Check points is defined.

Special Section shall mean a timed section lying across different off-roads to be overcome with or without any orientation elements.

Linear Special Section shall mean a part of the timed Special Section where the crew shall stick to the defined route and corridor (the obligatory procedure of passing the judge’s stations and the corridor).

Navigation Special Section shall mean a pert of the timed Special Section where the crew shall define at its own discretion its route within the official route where the judge’s stations and the check points are located.

Super Special Section shall mean a timed section provided for attracting a vast audience and installed with account to the exclusive safety rules and on the roads where any outside traffic is shut off completely. In case the Super Special Section is installed, it shall be included in the competition program but shall not be accounted in the competition standings. The Hosting Party is recommended to hold a separate medal ceremony. Competitors that have not accomplished the main competition route in full or in part may be admitted to the Super Special Section.
Prologue shall mean a qualification held at the discretion of the Hosting Party the day before the start adhering to the exclusive safety rules and on the roads where any outside traffic is shut off completely. Prologue results, including time penalizations, shall not form a part of the competition ranking but shall be used for defining starting order for the first competition round. Prologue competition is not obligatory for all admitted crews. The Hosting Party shall define the starting order at the Prologue subject to safety rules. The Prologue may also be held by the Hosting Party to attract a vast audience and promote trophy raids.
Time Standard (maximum allowed time) shall mean maximum time for crews to overpass certain Special Sections or Road Section which is defined by the Hosting Party and recorded in the Route List and Carnet (Check Card). The crew exceeding this time (standard) shall be punished by a fine or discarding from the competition. The Check Points shall be deemed closed for the competitor upon expiration of the Time Standard + 60 minutes. The Time Standard may be increased. In any case decisions on change of the maximum allowed time (the Time Standard) shall be passed by the Collegium of Sporting Commissioners at the suggestion of the Competition Director and shall be specified in the Bulletin.
Actual Time shall mean a time actually taken by the crew to overpass the Special Section and/or the Road Section.

Check Point Inactivation Time shall mean a time when the check points actually stop operating. This time shall be calculated as the distance overpassing standard for the competitor starting the last + 60 minutes (the check point shall operate for the said time as a safety post). In case of the linear route (excluding any repetitions), the Collegium of Sporting Commissioners may decide on closing the points according to the individual racing schedule.
Regrouping shall mean a stop planned by the Hosting Party for regrouping the crews competing at the trophy raid and limited by the input and output Time Check. Stop time shall differ for various crews. Regrouping may be made in two ways:
Regrouping – shall mean that the start order shall comply with the main rating of the trophy raid at the moment of arriving to the Regrouping check area. Results achieved by the competitors at the Special Section and road penalization and any other penalization in time units shall be accounted in the main rating.
Renorming (channel compaction) shall mean that the start order shall be defined for the crews according to the finish at the last Special Section, unless a new rating is provided prior to starting from the Regrouping.

Neutralization Period shall mean a time for which the Hosting Party may stop the competing crews of the trophy raid. This time shall not be included in the rated time.
Closed Park shall mean a territory (area) where any repair, filling and other assistance is prohibited except for the cases specifically envisaged by the Individual Regulations.

Bulletin shall mean an official document forming an integral part of the Individual Regulations and used for the purposes of publishing explanations and amendments to the Individual Regulations. The Bulletins shall be numbered and dated. The Bulletins shall be issued and signed as follows:
by the Hosting Party – before any Administrative Checks. These Bulletins must be countersigned by the Head of the Committee for Special Off-road Competitions (except for any possible changes of the announced route and schedule);
by the Collegium of Sporting Commissioners – during the whole competition.

The crews shall confirm receipt and understanding of the Bulletin by affixing the signature of any crew member thereto. All Bulletins shall be issued in writing on a yellow paper and shall be published at the Official Information Board and in a visible place at the Judge's Stations, if necessary.
Check Card (Carnet) shall mean a document issued to the competitors where the fact and/or the time of passing the Judge’s Stations is specified during the competition.

Fixed Fine (Penalization) shall mean a penalization applied at the trophy raids to replace discarding from the competition. It allows the punished crew to go on with the competition like normal. The fixed penalization shall be expressed in time added to other penalizations that have been set onto the crew according to the Individual Regulations. Fixed Penalizations used instead of discarding from the competition may be set only once during the competition and may not be less than the time standard of the round when the violation occurred + 10 hours.
Crew shall be used in general and shall mean a driver and a co-driver for the off-road vehicles and riders of quad bikes.

Towing shall mean any means making a vehicle to move (including moving a car with a starter) except for standard means of movement by engine’s mechanical work.

Service shall mean any repair assistance provided by any parties other than the competing crews (not finishing at the Special Section or Road Section), as well as use or receipt by the crew of any materials (liquid or solid), spare parts, tools or equipment carried in the competing vehicle (except for information, water, food, first aid kit and communication means).

Repair Work (Repair) shall mean a remedy of any damage, replacement of elements, parts and aggregates, repair and any other adjusting, lubricating, diagnostic and filling work and maintenance carried out by the crew including possible engagement of other competing crews (not finishing at the Special Section or Road Section) and using materials and tools carried onboard the competing vehicles.

Speed Limitation Area shall mean an area of the competing section where maximum speed of the vehicle is restricted. Service Area: shall mean a place where the service work is conducted.
Filling Area shall mean an area for refilling.

Start shall mean a moment of time when the crew is allowed to drive the competition route.

Finish shall mean a moment of time when the finish line (the Judge's Station at the finish) is crossed by the car's or quad bike's front axle, provided all crew members are onboard.

Rope Damper shall mean a device installed onto the steel rope of the winch in order to prevent any injuries in case the rope breaks. Weight of the Rope Damper shall be no less than 0.75kg, surface area - no less than 0.25m2, it shall be positioned at one third of the pulled-out rope.
Bark Protection Strap shall mean a flat, non-elastic belt of at least 50mm width and length from 2-2.25m to fix the winch rope on trees.

Annex No 5
Route Overpassing Control
Fixing of route overpassing control shall be performed by the crew in accordance with the following procedure:
the Procedure of obtaining a mark of overpassing the Check Point at the Special Section. The Check Points are marked with a plate where sequence numbers are painted (check point sign) on a tree, stone, pole etc. Control of overpassing such points shall be done by means of digital photos with snapshot resolution no less than 1,600x1,200 pixels. The crew shall take a picture of the check point sign, its vehicle and one crew member therewith fulfilling requirements of the Hosting Party to snapshot layout specified in the Individual Regulations. The procedure of obtaining the mark of check point overpassing shall be deemed fulfilled correctly, provided the snapshot layout is correct at least at one of the pictures clearly representing all items envisaged by the requirements. In case the snapshot is absent (damage to certain snapshots etc.) for ANY REASON or the snapshot is taken with violation of the requirements to its layout and resolution less than 1,600x1,200 pixels, the procedure of overpassing the check point shall be deemed not fulfilled. The crew shall present a digital camera flash card at the finish to the judge of the Register of Check Points and Carnet checking finish mark in a designated field.
Cell phones may in no case be used as cameras!

Requirements to the snapshot layout for off-road crews: the following shall be clear and expressly identified on the snapshot:
number of the check point;

competitor’s vehicle with a clear side number;

one member of the crew touching the sign comprising the number of the check point with one of his hands (not covering the number) and any part of his vehicle (except for the winch rope) making an integral part of the vehicle (not separated from the vehicle) with his other hand. Front and rear doors and hood may be open.
Requirements to the snapshot layout for quad bikes: the following shall be clear and expressly identified on the snapshot:

number of the check point;

two quad bikes of the competitors with clear side numbers on them and one member of the crew;

at that the quad bikes shall touch the check point (stone, tree, pole etc.) and the number of the check point with any of its wheels or other integral part of the body.

The check point sign may not be damaged, in which case the crew shall be penalized by discarding from the competition. In case such fact of check point sign damage or destruction shall not allow for objective ranking of other crews, the Collegium of Sporting Commissioners must decide on annulling the results of such check point.
Winching check point item may not be allowed and shall be penalized by annulling the crew's overpassing (taking) one check point.

Annex No 6
Competitor Contact Officers
1. Photos of Competitor Contact Officers shall be published in the Regulations or Bulletins.

2. The Competitor Contact Officers shall be easily identified and shall be present at the following:

Technical Examinations and Administrative Checks;

start and finish of each round;

Regrouping places.

3. Working plan for Competitor Contact Officers shall be approved by the Collegium of Sporting Commissioners and shall be published at the Official Information Board.

4. Duties of the Competitor Contact Officers shall be as follows:

informing the crews and providing continuous contact with the crews.
answering questions of the competitors;

explaining rules and specifics of the competition;

preventing re-addressing any matters to the Collegium of Sporting Commissioners, in case such matters may be resolved by means of expounding, except for Protests;

taking Protests from the Competitors (Applicants).

5. The Competitor Contact Officers shall refrain from any words or actions that may lead to Protests.
